1.  Having seen examples of a VoiceThread, how could you use Voicethreads with your  students to help them improve their English?  How, for example, could you use VoiceThread  to supplement teaching a grammar point, or pronunciation, or content etc.?  How would you use it to give your students feedback?
2. Webquests have been used successfully for language teaching at virtually every level and with every age group.  If you were designing a webquest for your class what would be a topic and task that you would build the webquest around?  If you have already used webquests, share one that was especially successful.  Did each student have a particular role to play or a specific piece of information to find in order to complete the quest or project?
3.  Podcasts are often used in task-based language teaching where students do pre-task activities and then do a podcast as the main activity followed by a post activity. For example, students might be assigned to do a job interview.  As a pre-task activity, they might write the questions that an interviewer would ask and what they think some responses might be from applicants.  Then in pairs the students record and make a podcast of the interview to be published on the internet where as a follow-up activity, classmates can hear and give suggestions.  How would you use podcasts to improve oral skills of your students?
4.  How could you use a quiz generating program like Hot Potatoes to teach or supplement your vocabulary and reading lessons?
